SHOP WITH SCRIP
What is Scrip?
Scrip is a program in which you can purchase gift cards for grocery stores, gas stations and much, much more.  A percentage of each scrip purchase can be designated toward Trinity’s debt retirement/Trinity’s Expansion Program or next year’s tuition for your child (ren) or another child you designate who attends Trinity, Shoreland or WI Lutheran High School.  You can also choose to designate the entire amount earned with your purchase to go toward the Maintenance/Equipment Fund.  

An example:  Purchase a $100 Pick & Save gift card, get $100 to spend at the store, scrip earns 3% or $3.00.  $1.50 may be designated toward next year’s school tuition and the other $1.50 will go toward the Maintenance/Equipment Fund.  
Each Scrip user is asked to annually fill out a SCRIP FUND OPTIONS form.

For the 2006-2007 School year, Scrip raised approximately $7,500.  We have about 50 families participating at this time; just imagine the funds that could be raised if everyone used Scrip for purchases they make on a regular basis.
To order SCRIP through School:  Scrip orders through school will start Friday, September 21st.  Place your completed order forms, with payment, in an envelope marked “SCRIP” and have your child give it to their teacher.  The permission statement (found at the top of the Order form) must have your child’s grade and be initialed if you wish to have Scrip sent home through school the following Friday or the last day of the school week.  If the permission statement is NOT FILLED IN, Scrip will be available for pick-up on the second Sunday after the order has been placed.
For example:  An order received at school on Friday, Sept. 21st will be sent home on Friday, Sept. 28th.

If you are ordering through school, but will be picking up Scrip at Church, an order received at school on Friday, Sept. 21st will be available for pick up 



on Sunday, Sept. 30th.
To order SCRIP through church:  Orders can be placed with a Scrip representative in the former school library 15 minutes before and after each Sunday service for pick up the following Sunday.  We do have a limited supply of scrip cards that can be purchased “out of box” on Sunday mornings only.  Payment is due at time of order.
Did you know?

JC Penney’s and Kohl’s Department Store gift cards purchased through Scrip can be used to make your store credit card payments.  So, if you get a discount for using your store card, you can earn a bit more by paying it with Scrip!
